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A Study of the Quality of Child Rearing

—From the Questionnaire Survey on the 40th Anniversary of
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Summary

The nursery room of Tokyo Kasei University began its activity in 1967. We cerebrated the 40th anniversary
last year. To see and verify the quality and the role of our activity in child-care, we sent a questionnaire to all par-
ents whose children graduated from our nursery room during these 40 years. Most of parents relied on their children
and considered their development positively well. They changed their way of seeing children and enjoyed taking
care of children after experiences in the nursery room. More than half of the parents agreed that the quality of rear-
ing children was good because child-care specialists dealt with children in a very careful and intimate manner. We
have to study more about the real specialty and expertise in the art of child rearing.
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
